REPAIRING THE AMERICAN EAGLE ONE-WAY VALVES

If one-way valve washer has failed, replace the washers in both one-way valves.
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The two one way valves are located under the pump housing.
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Unscrew the two one-way valves by hand, note which way the arrows on the valves point so that when you reinstall the valves the air flows in the right direction.  (You should apply new nylon tape when reinstalling).  The arrows should point up on the intake valve and down on the valve supplying air to the airline.
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Unscrew the valve plunger and spring housing using a flat screwdriver
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Replace the rubber washer.  Ensure that the tapered edge of the rubber washer is at the top of the plunger (pointing away from the spring) so that the valve forms a tight seal when put back together.

Put parts back together and reinstall one way valves.
